 2.  Must be at least 14 years of age. 
 3.  Must be referred by your Scoutmaster. 
 
      Interested Scouts will be interviewed by the Day Camp Administration and 
given approval before being allowed to assist.  Junior Staff members are 
expected to obey the Scout Oath and Law at all times.  Junior Staff members are 
expected to wear the Day Camp T-shirt or Class A uniform with shorts and 
closed toe shoes while at Camp.  Junior Staff members must be willing to accept 
cheerfully any assignment given to them by the Camp Administration. 
     Junior Staff will be required to attend a training session prior to Camp.
